There is niothing quite like a legislative
session during transition year. We started
with a very ambitious package assembled
during the summer last year. Under direc-
tion from the 'governor’s office, the pack-
age was streamlined a bit, but eventually
almost all of the bills were passed.

None of dm cfforts would have mat-
tered, though; without superb staff work
from the Senate Professional Regulation
Commitiee and the House Regulatory Re-
form Committee. These people worked
long and hard, often under difficult cir-
cumstances. pur bills passed this year in

larigc part due to their perseverance and
dedication to writing legislation that is
glood public policy.”

The people of Florida can be proud of
the changes in the law.

$B 724, sponsored by Sen. George
Kirkpatrick, represents milestone legisla-
tion for the department. Briefly, the law
allows code enforcement officers to issue
citations and order that a civil penalty be
paid within 10 days of receiving a citdtion.
The licensee may correct the violation and
pay the civil penalty or request an admin-
istrative heaning hefore the board which
initiated the action:

Another key part of the new law now
allows the department to dismiss cases, at
any stage of the investigation or review
process, when it is determined that there is
insufficient evidence to support prosecu-
tion. ,

Other provisions of the new law:

= Authorize sale of examinations devel-
oped by DPR to other states.

= Authorize the department to make
cerlain inspections and to serve sub-
poenas as part of its investigative pro-
cedurcs. |

* Require the department to give the
subject of an investigation a copy of
the investigative file upon request.

= Authorize disciplinary action by the
department where a licensce has had
action taken against his or her license

in any state orterritory or where a

civil judgment against the licensee re-

lating to the practice of his or her pro-
fession has not been satisfied.

Becausc the 1992 Legislature will con-
vene in January, the deadlines for pro-
posed legislation will nced to be moved up
considerably from what has historically
been the case. We had a successful ses-
sion in 1991. I expect an even better ses-
sionin '92. % .

Another key part of the new law al-
lows the department to dismiss cases
based upon determination of insufficient
evidence to support prosecution.

Both of these provisions are going to
help the department address needs that
have been a concern to our boards and the
professionals that we regulate.

Provisions in this legislation will save
millions of dollars by streamlining the
process and making our legal section more
efficient.

And even now, we are examining
other suggestions for making improve-
ments in the future. If any of our profes-
sicnal groups or board members have
ideas for legislation during the 1992 legis-
lative session, they should contact DPR
Legislative Director Glenda Wooed.

The just completed legislative session
of 1991 was a good one for DPR, and we
are looking ahead to more improvements
in the future. We had good cooperation
during the session for our boards, profes-
sional associations, staff members and leg-
islators; and we are looking for the same
type cooperation in the future.

We have now shown that we can move
forward by working together Lo achieve
some set goals, and we now need to exam-
ine where we can make further improve-
ments for the benefit of Florida's consum-
ers and the professionals that are regulated

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How o become a board member

If you would like 1o serve on the
Board of Prqchsnonal Land Surveyors,
first consider that this consiiiuies a sub-
stantial publlic service. Many people are
aware of the prestige related 1o a board po-
sition but do not stop to consider the con-
siderable amount of time, work and per-
sonal expense involved.

Some boards meet monthly, others
quarterly, with possibly more frequent
meetings, and commiltce meetings. In ad-
dition, board member training sessions
and occasiolnal public hcarings also must
be attended!

Althougﬁ board members are reim-
bursed to some extent for food, travel and
lodging, these are volunteer positions.
From time to time, board members may
incur cxpen:scs which go beyond the
amount which is reimbursed. Be prepared
for all of these sacrifices when making the
decision to fcmsr public service by apply-
ing for appoéintment to the board.

Boards are composed of consumer

members as well as professionals. How-
?ver consumer members must not have fi-
nancial interests in the regulated field or
be employed in the profession or any re-
lated professions.

Once you have made the decision to
make the commitment of time, work and
expense of being a board member, you ap-
ply by contacting the Governor’s Appoint-
ment Office at the State Capito} in Talla-
lhassce You should send a letter of inter-
est outlining why you wish to be a board

l

member and what you feel you will con-
tribute to the work of the board. Remem-
ber that the board’s reason for existence is
to protect the citizens of Florida through
the proper practice of the profession.

When applying for board membership,
you may wish to attach a resume or a cur-
riculum vitae, as well as letters of refer-
ence. In addition 1o filing your applica-
tion, you should also seck suppont from
your legislators and other prominent
invididuals. As with any position applica-
tion, it is appropriate to follow-up your
written application with a phone call or
visit. !

If you are not successful on your first
try, don’t be discouraged. You can begin
to become prepared by attending board
meetings, requesting the agendas and min-
utes of the board meelings. Contact the
board office to learn how you can begin
this learning process. Finally, be sure to
update your application ¢ach ycar you
wish to seek appointment. T§
