21HH-5.002 Definitions.

(1) Elective Courses.

Within the context of this rule, electlve courses shall mean those courses
which relate to the offering of profwmpnal services pursuant to Chapter 472,
which may include, but are not limited to, areas of practice defined in Section
472.005(4), business management, real property law, business law, computer
science, and other courses relevant to thé offering of services under Chapter 472,
when such courses meet the criteria set forth in 21HH-5.004.

(2) Required Courses.

Within the context of this rule, required courses shall mean courses whose
subject matter directly relates to the areas of practice defined in Section
472.005(4); which meet the criteria of 21HH-5.004; and which are approved by

21HH-5.003 Continuing Educatmn for Biennial Renewal.

(1) Every person licensed pursuant to Chapter 472, Florida Statutes, shall be
required to complete at least 24 classroom hours in approved continuing educa-
tion courses in the 24 months precedlng each biennial renewal period as estab-
lished by the department. Of these 24 l}ours at least 12 hours must be earned in
required courses; the remaining 12 hours may be earned in either required or
elective courses. The first 24 month penod during which continuing education
hours must be accrued will be that of January 1989-January 1991; however,
up to 12 approved continuing educatmn hours earned between January 1, 1988
and January 1, 1989 may be carried over into the 1989-1991 biennium only.

(2) A new licensee is relieved of aceruing continuing education hours for the
vear in which he receives his initial jlicense; however, if the initial license is
received during the first year of the blenmum the licensee must accrue 12
continuing education hours for the second year of the biennium. Of these 12
hours at least 6 must be earned in required courses and the remaining 6 hours
may be earned in either elective or reqmred courses.

(3) Credit wili be givenon a classroom hour basis for successful completion of
courses when such courses are approved by the board. Credit will not be given
for continuing education courses attended by the licensee after publication in
the board newletter of disapproval of the course or provider.

(4) Required courses must bhe apprloved by the board prior to or concurrent
with the licensee receiving continuing education credit for such courses; elective
courses must meet the criteria established in this rule.

(8) The board office shall maintaip a list of approved continuing education
courses, instructors, and/or providers, and shall also maintain a list of courses,
instructors, and/or providers determined by the board to be disapproved for
continuing education credit.

(6} Courses taken to satisfy dlsc1plmary action requirements in a board order
may not be used for continuing education credit.

(7) Continuing education eredit may also be given for: Sabbatical or leave for
study or research; publication of papers, books, or articles; and presentations

2. Petitioner, as of the filing of the Petition
for Declaratory Statement, was Vice-President
of SER Surveyors, a business entity engaging
in the practice of land surveying, located at

3. Petitioner states that he is in doubt as to
the application of Section 177.141, F.S. to the
procedures for preparation of plats. Specifi-
cally, he is unable 10 ascertain: Whether Section
177.141 refers only to errors in bearings and/or
distances in a record plat; whether Section
177.141 provides that errors other than bear-
ings or distances to be confirmed by affidavit;
and whether any method exists under Section
177.141 for a surveyor other than the surveyor
of record to file an affidavit confirming error,

4. Petitioner, Carl 8. Courson, states that his
company has assumed the surveying work for
a developer whose initial surveyor caused an
errorto be made on the plat concerning build-
ing restriction lines.

5. The Petition was noticed by the Board in
the Florida Administrative Weekly., Vol. 14,
No. 39, page 3730 on September 30, 1988,

CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

1. The Board has jurisdiction in this matter
pursuant to Section 120.565, F.8. and Rule
Chapter 284, Florida Administrative Code.

2. The Board concludes that Petitioner has
the requisite substantial interest to bring this
petition, and further concludes that the peti-
tion is in substantial compliance with Florida
Administrative Code.

3. Section 177, 141, F.S. provides as follows;

In the event an appreciable error or
omission in the data shown on any plat
duly recorded under the provisions of this
chapter is detected by subsequent examina-
tion or revealed by a retracement of the
lines run during the original survey of the
lands shown on such recorded plat, the land
surveyor who was responsible for the survey
and the preparation of the plat as recorded
may file an affidanit confirming that such
error or omission was made. However, the
affidavit must state that he has made a re-
survey of the subject property in the recorded
subdivision within the last 10 days and
that no evidence exisied on the ground that
would conflict with the corrections as stated
in the affidavit, The affidavit shall describe
the nature and extent of such error or omis-
sion and the appropriale correction that in
his opinion should be substituted for the

erroneous data shown on such plat or added
to the data on such plat. When such an affi-
davit is filed, it is the duty of the circuit
court clerk to record such affidavit, and ke
shall place in the margin of such recorded
plat a notation that the affidavit has been
Filed, the date of filing, and the book and
page where it s recorded. The affidavit
shall have no effect upon the validity of the
plat or on the information shown theieon.
8. Upon consideration, the Board answers
Petitioner's questions in the negative and con-
cludes that:
1. Section 177.141 refers to errors or omis-
sions in survey data; the Board does not inter-
pret data to be limited to bearings and/for
distances;
2. SBection 177. 141 provides that errors on
record plat, including those of bearings or dis-
tances, may be confirmed by affidavit, but does|
not provide that errors on a plat may be either
corrected or amended by affidavit;
3. There is no method under Section 177.141!
which would allow a surveyor, other than the
surveyor of record, to file an affidavit confirms-
ing error on a recorded plat.

tioner’s questions be answered in the negativa

2. Petitioner, as of the filing of the Petition
for Declaratory Statement, was Presuient of
Survey South Inc., a business entity engaging
in the practice of land surveying, located at 101
S.E. 6th Avenue, Suite E, Delray Beach, Flor-
ida 33483,

3. Petitioner states that he is in doubt as to
the application of Rules 21HH-6.003(19)(e) and
6.006{4), Florida Administrative Code to the
procedures for preparation of surveys. SI)Elel-
cally, he is unable to ascertain: Whether Rule
21HH-6.003(19)(e) allows building corners |to
be accepted as monumentation on a boundary
survey; and whether a boundary survey updat—
ing a previous survey made by the same sqr
veyor or survey firm locating completed new
improvements needs to have the property
corners reset.

4. Petitioner, Manuel A. Gutierrez, states
that his company is in the process of perforrn—
ing surveys involving the above questions.

5. The Petition was noticed in the Florida
Administrative Weekly, Vol. 14, No. 47, page
4766, on November 23, 1988,

4
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CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

1. The Board has jurisdiction of this matter
pursuant to Section 120.565, F.5. and Rule
Chapter 284, Florida Administrative Code.

2. The Board concludes that Petitioner has
the requisite substantial interest to bring this
petition, and further concludes that the petition
is in substantial compliance with Rule 284,
Florida Administrative Code,

3. With regard to Petitioner’s first question,
Rule 21HH-6.003(16)(e) in pertinent part
provides:

(e) when a case arises due to physical
obstruction so that neither a boundary
monument nor a witness monument can
practicably be set in accordance with (a)-
(e}, then alternative monumentation whick
iz durable and identifiable shall be estab-
lished for this particular situation.

'Although Petitioner's question referenced
Rule 21HH-6.003(19)(e), recently filed amend-
ments to the minimum technical standards
which took effect December 18, 1988 have
renumbered this subsection as 21HH-6.003
(16Xe).

4. Upon consideration, the Board answers
Petitioner’s first question in the affirmative
and concludes that building corners are aceep-
table as monumentation so long as use of the
building corners as monumentation is clearly
noted on the survey drawing.

5. With regard to Petitioner's second ques-
tion, Rule 21HH-6.006(4) provides:

(4) A boundary survey updating a previ-
ous survey made by the same surveyor or
survey firm, and which is performed for
the purpose of locating non-completed new
improvements by measurements to the pro-
peﬂ:y lines or related offset lines placed on

the property since the previous survey, need
not have the property corners reset.

6. Petitioner asks whether the inverse holds
true; i.e., do property corners need to be reset
for location of completed new improvements
on a boundary survey.

7. Upon consideration, the Board answers
Petitioner's question in the affirmative and
concludes that: If a boundary survey updating
a previous survey is made by the same survey-
or or survey firm for the purpose of locating
noncompleted new improvements, the property
corners need not be reset; however, if a boun-
dary survey is updating a previous survey
made by the same surveyor or survey firm
and is performed for the purpose of locating
completed new improvements, the property
corners must be reset. The Board would also
note that when a boundary survey is updating a
previous survey made by a different survey or
or survey firm, for the purpose of locating
either non-completed or completed new improve-
ments, the property corners must be reset.

WHEREFORE, the Board concludes Peti-
tioner's questions are answered in the affirma-
tive as more fully explained in the paragraphs
above. Specifically, the Board concludes that
building corners are acceptable as monumenta-
tion on boundary surveys so long as use of the
building corner as monumentation is clearly
noted on the survey drawing, and that a boun-
dary survey updating a previous survey made
by the same surveyor or survey firm which is
performed for the purpose of locating com-
pleted new improvements requires that the
property corners be reset.

(g) Land or Boundary Survey: shall mean a survey, the primary
purpose of which inctudes, but is not limited to, the determining of
the perimeters of a parcel or tract of land by establishing or re-
establishing corners, monuments, and boundary lines for the pur-
poses of describing, locating of fixed improvements, or platting or
dividing the parcel.

{h) Mean High Water Line Survey: shall mean a survey of the
mean high water line as defined in Part 11, Chapter 177, Florida
Statutes.

(i) Quantity Surveys: shall mean surveys for the purpose of
obtaining measurements of guantity.

{J) Record Survey: sce As-Built Survey.

(k) Right of Way Survey: shall mean a survey of a strip or area of
land used or proposed to be used for the construction and main-
tenance. according to the designated use of: public or private way for
purposes of travel; railroads, drainage or irrigation canals; and any
other public or private utility purposes.

(1) Specific or Special Purpose Survey: shall mean a survey per-
formed for a specifie purpose other than as defined herein.

(m} Topographic Survey: shall mean a survey of selected natural
and man-made features of a part of the earth's surface to determine
horizontal and vertieal spatial relations.

{7) Witness Monument: shall mean any monument that does not
occupy the same defined position as the corner itself, but whose rela-
tionship to the corner is established.

21HH-6.00:3 Minimum Technical Standards for Surveys
{Field and Office).

(1) In order for a map, sketch, or plat of a survey to be acceptable
in terms of this rule, it must be complete and shall be certified by the
surveyor in responsible charge as meeting these minimum technicul
standards set forth by the Florida Board of Professional Land Sur-
veyors in Chapter 21HH-6, Flerida Administrative Code, pursnant o
Section 472.027. Florida Statutes.

(2) All measurements made in the field must be in accordance with
the United States standard, using either feet or metric, and made
with a transit and steel tape, or other devices with an equivalent or
higher degree of accuracy. Records of these measurements shall be
maintained. With the exception of geodetic surveys, all measure-
ments shall refer o either the horizontal or vertical plane. All com-
puted data or plotted improvements must be supported by accurate
field measurements unless ¢learly stated otherwise.

(3) All survey drawings must bear the name, street and mailing
address of the firm issuing the drawing, along with the name and
registration number of the surveyor in responsible charge. A sur-
veyor praeticing independent of any firm must have his or her name,
street and mailing address on each drawing. All survey drawings
must reflect the date of the field survey and also for any revisions
thereto. Either the survey drawing or the copies of the survey draw-
ing must have the signature of the surveyor in responsible charge
and all ecopies issued must have a raised embossed seal of the land
surveyor in responsible charge.

(4) A reference to all bearings shown must be clearly stated, ie.,
whether to “True North™; “Grid North as established by the NOS”;
“Assumed North based on a bearing for a well defined line, such as
the center line of a road or right of way, ete.”; “a Deed Call for a
particular line™; or “the bearing of a particular line shown upon a
plat.” References to Magnetic North should be avoided except in the
cases where a comparison is necessitated by a Deed Call. In all cases,
the bearings used shall be referenced to some well-established line.

(5) A designated “north arrow” and scale and/or bar or graphic
scale of the map shall be prominently shown upon the drawing. Any
ahbreviations used on the drawing must be clearly noted within a
legend appearing on the face of the drawing.

(6) The survey dra{wmg must be in complete accord with the real
property descrlptlonl shown thereon or attached thereto; any discre-
pancies between the survey drawing and the description must be
shown upon the drawing.

(a) Where eVJdence of inconsistencies is found, such as: overlap-
ping descriptions, hlatuse‘; excess or deficieney; conflicting boun-
dary lines or monumients; or where any doubt as to the location on the
ground of survey h{nes or property rights exists, the nature of the
inconsistencies should be shown upon the drawing.

{b) When a new parcel iz being created, reference will be made on
the survey drawingiand in the deseription to the closest government
corner, land line, recorded plat, or other fixed and recorded corner.

(7} All ehanges in direction, including curves, shall be shown on
the survey drawing‘I by angles, bearings or azimuths, and will be in
the same form as the deseription, or other recorded document refer-
enced on the drawihg. Curved lines with true eurves shall show the
radii, arc distances !and central angles, or radii, chord distances and
chord bearings. Where curved lines are not mathematically defin-
able. that fact must be noted upon the drawing with sufficient
measurements shown upon the drawing to position the line. When
intersecting lines are non-radial to a curve, sufficient angular data
shall be shown to relate the line to the curve.

(8) If a survey is all or part of a lot which is part of a recorded
subdivison, lot andlblock numbers or other designations, including
those of adjoining lots, and the block numbers must be shown legibly
upon the drawing.! When field measured directions and distances
vary from recorded direetions and distances, a comparison between
the recorded and measured directions and distances must be shown
upon the drawing.|Where the block lines are straight, a comparison
between recorded directions and distances to field measured direc-
tions and distance:s to the nearest street center line, right of way
intersection or other identifiable reference points must be shown
upon the drawingl Where the block lines are curved, a comparison
between the recorded directions and distances and computed direc-
tions and distances based upon the recorded data to field measured
directions and digtances to an identifiable reference point will be
shown. Where a (difference is found between the comparison of
recorded directions and distances and measured directions and dis-
tances to an identifiable reference point, then a similar comparison
must be shown bétween the recorded directions and distances and
the measured dlrg'a(.tmns and distances to an identifiable reference
point in the opposite direction. Any excluded portion of a lot(s) and
the dimensions théreof shall be shown upon the drawing.

(9) Surveys of Harcels described by metes and bounds shall show
the following upon the drawing:

{a} The relationship of the parcel(s) to at least one established iden-
tifiable real property corner;

(b) All mformallcm called for in the property description, such as
point of commen(_ement course bearings and distances, and point of
beginning;

(c} A comparison between recorded directions and distances and
field measured dlrectlons and distances when they vary. This com-
parison shall inctiide not only the boundary but all courses called for
in the property| deseription beginning with the point of com-
mencement;

{d} The most current abutting recorded instrument or recorded
plat either known by the surveyor or furnished to the surveyor;

{e) The dimensioned remainder of a metes and bounds parent tract
when surveying 4 fraction thereof.

(10) All recorded public and private rights of way shown on appli-
cable recorded ;'Jla.ts. adjoining or acress the land being surveyed
shall be located 4nd shown upen the drawing. Easements shown on
applicable record plats or open and notorious evidence of easements
or rights of way bn or across the land being surveyed shall be located
and shown uponithe drawing. 1f streets or street rights of way abutt-
ing the land surveyed are not physically open, a note to this effect
shail be shown u'pon the drawing. If location of easements or rights of
